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Princess Diana


Diana Frances Spencer was one of the most elegant, passionate, and hardworking princesses ever. She filled the world with her loving care for diseased people, lovingly mothered her two sons, and established her own beliefs.  


Diana was born July 1, 1961, and died on Sunday August 31, 1997. She was born in Sandringham, Norfolk, England and died in Paris, France ("Diana, Princess of the Wales”).

This great woman was very elegant because Riddlesworth Hall and West Heath Girls’ School were the places where she learned and got awarded for most help when she was younger. She was English, funny, shy, and photogenic. In her spare time she was a talented pianist, a great swimmer, astounding tennis player, very athletic, and longed to be a ballerina.

She was the youngest of her family. She had two older sisters, Jane and Sarah, a younger brother named Charles, and an older brother named John that died at birth. Diana had 17 godchildren. She became Lady Diana Spencer in 1975 when her father became the eighth Earl Spencer. For her 18th birthday her parents got her an apartment in London which she shared with her friends. Diana’s parents divorced in 1969 when she was 8 because of certain differences about certain things. 

She worked as a nanny, waitress, and as a cleaning lady before she became a kindergarten teacher in London ("Top 10 facts about Princess Diana”).

Diana was very passionate because she fell in love with a guy named Charles. He proposed to her on February 6, 1981, and her engagement ring was an 18-carat sapphire surrounded by diamonds. She married Charles; Prince of Wales on July 29, 1981, at St Paul’s Cathedral in London and was divorced on August 28, 1996. On her wedding day, she wore a silk taffeta dress with a 25 foot train and there were 5 bridesmaids. She was the first to marry an heir to the throne since 1659. Their marriage ceremony was seen by 74 other countries. She then became Princess Diana. Their honeymoon was at a Mountbatten family home at Broadlands, Hampshire; Gibraltar; through the Mediterranean to Egypt; and ended up in Balmoral. Trevor Reese-Jones was her body guard and followed her everywhere from then on. When she made this choice, the public made her very popular. Diana had nicknames: Lady Di, the People’s Princess, and the Queen of People’s Hearts ("Top 10 facts about Princess Diana”).
 
Princess Diana was hardworking because she dedicated her life to charities all around the world and her two sons. Her two sons were named William Arthur Louis born on June 21, 1982, and Henry Charles Albert David who was born in September 15, 1984, in St. Mary’s Hospital in London. She was really well known for her charity work that she did. Since her family was royal, they never touched anyone with diseases, but Diana was the first to do this. She worked with people with the disease called AIDS. Diana threw herself into her work on behalf of a selection of causes: she comforted and shook hands with AIDS patients, the homeless, beat-up women, and sexually harmed children; worked to stop drug addiction and leprosy; and promoted the Red Cross and the desires of increasing countries. Her private life was filled with eating disorders, tears, threats of suicide, and depression. Prince Charles and she were divorced because of too much separation. She then fell in love with someone named Dodi Fayed, her boyfriend after she divorced Charles, King of Wales ("Diana").

Diana and Dodi died in a car crash going 120 miles per hour when running away from the paparazzi. They had just eaten at the Ritz, and she was 6 weeks pregnant. They were driving a Mercedes and crashed into the Place l’Alma tunnel. After the crash, Princess Diana was still talking and very much alive, but she was suffering from internal bleeding. The ambulance came 45 minutes after they got the emergency call. She finally died 2 hours later at 4:05am ("Diana, Princess of the Wale").

Princess Diana was an amazing person. Throughout her life she made very good choices and stuck with what she believed in. She did great things, but died very horribly in a car crash. She was definitely one of greatest princesses that ever lived.  713 words
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
